The 23rd Meeting of the Contracting Parties (COP23) to the Convention for the

Protection of the Marine Environment and the Coastal Region of the Mediterranean

(Barcelona Convention) and its Protocols was held from 5-8 December 2023 in
Portoroz, Slovenia. During the Meeting, significant steps were taken to protect
ecosystems in the face of the escalating impacts of the triple planetary crisis,
defined as climate change, biodiversity loss, and increasing pollution.

The Compliance Committee is a mechanism
that continues its efforts to facilitate and
promote compliance with obligations
under the Barcelona Convention and
its Protocols. The determination of the
members of the Compliance Committee
was one of the agenda items of the 23rd
Meeting of the Contracting Parties to the
Barcelona Convention. In the selection
of candidates to serve on the Compliance
Committee, there are three regional
groups. Turkiye is part of Group Ill, which
includes Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Monaco, lIsrael, and Montenegro. Two
members and two alternate members from
each group serve in four-year periods, and
each Contracting Party has the right to
choose one of the members or alternate

members from its own nationals.

Turkiye's candidate was elected at COP22,
held in Antalya from December 7 to
10, 2021, and the term of office for the
member is ongoing. Due to the expiration
of the term of the Albanian Representative
(member) in the group where Tirkiye
is represented, the necessity to elect a
new representative has arisen, and this
situation has been officially communicated
to all Contracting Parties by the Secretariat
through a formal letter. In the Compliance
Committee, the decision draft is submitted

to the approval of the Contracting
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‘ ‘ Compliance and Reporting

Parties after the representatives of the
Contracting Parties in the same group
propose a candidate through unanimous
agreement and notify the Secretariat for
the vacant seat.

In the evaluation process of Israel's
candidate for the Compliance Committee’s
decided, in

coordination with the Ministry of Foreign

membership, it  was

Affairs, that Turkiye would not approve
Israel's membership. Through discussions
with the delegations of the other states
in the same group as part of the Turkish
delegation, an unanimous decision was
reached not to approve Israel's candidacy
for membership. In this context, due to
the absence of another candidate for the
membership besides the Israeli candidate
and the inability to reach an unanimous
decision on the candidate selection for the
Compliance Committee, it was decided to
postpone the election of the Compliance
Committee Ill. Group member to the first
Bureau meeting of the 2024-2025 period
(March 2024).

As a part of COP23, the Contracting
Parties have also accepted the “Activity
Report of the Compliance Committee for
2022-2023", the “PoW of the Compliance
2024-2025", and the
revised document on “Procedures and

Committee for

Mechanisms on Compliance”.

As the host country
of COP22 and the Chair of the Bureau
until COP23, through this change,
Turkiye will be able to participate in
all Bureau Meetings until COP24 as ex

officio.

University National Center for the
Sea and Maritime Law (DEHUKAM)
to the status of the Regional Activity
Centre on Climate Change (CC/RAC),
integrated into the UNEP/MAP.

The Turkish delegation, represented by

the Deputy Minister of Environment,

Decision to Establish the Climate Change Regional Activity
Centre Under UNEP/MAP System Hosted by Turkiye

Urbanization, and Climate Change, Ms.
Fatma Varank, held bilateral meetings
with Deputy Executive Director of
UNEP, Ms. Elizabeth Maruma Mrema,
as well as head of delegations from
Egypt, Libya, Lebanon, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Montenegro, Slovenia,
Tunisia, and ltaly. Efforts were also
made with the European Commission
(representing 8 countries party to
the Barcelona Convention and the
European Union) expressing views
in favour of postponing Tirkiye's
proposal, and in the multilateral
meeting, questions from all EU member
states were addressed. As a result of
these negotiations and diplomatic
efforts, an agreement was reached
between the EU and Turkiye, and
the decision to establish the Regional
Activity Centre on Climate Change
hosted by Tirkiye was unanimously
accepted by all Contracting Parties.
The decision is considered as one of
the most significant steps taken on
climate change at COP23.

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CC/RAC will complete its establishment processes
within two years and will be operational in Istanbul
following the 24th Meeting of the Contracting
Parties to the Barcelona Convention, scheduled
for December 2025. The Centre, integrated
into the UNEP/MAP system under DEHUKAM,
will operate to implement national and regional
projects utilizing funds from the UN and the
European Union to reduce the impacts of climate
change on the Mediterranean region and ensure

regional adaptation to climate change.

In addition, the Summary for policymakers of
the MedECC ‘Special Report on Climate and
Environmental Coastal Risks, prepared by the
Plan Bleu Regional Activity Centre in France,
was approved by the Contracting Parties
at COP23. Additionally, within the scope of
COP23, the Contracting Parties have renewed
their commitments to take national and local

measures for the implementation of Marine

Spatial Planning (MSP) and Integrated Coastal
i Zone Management (ICZM) in accordance with the
Barcelona Convention and its Protocols. The MSP
and ICZM approaches, ensuring the sustainable
development of the blue economy without
harming nature, aim to form the foundation
for the green transformation of healthy marine
and coastal ecosystems, while also providing

protection to coastal communities exposed to

climate-related risks and disaster.
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
